The Texas Zoo is home to Christa and Saffron the
Bengal Tigers. Tigers are the largest members @
the cat family and are known for their power and
strength. Their beauty and large stature make
them one of our most popular exhibits. Tigers ar
known for their stripes and like our fingerprints,
no two animals are marked the same.
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Bengal tigers live in India and Bangladesh, in the
Sunderbans or mangrove forests. They were onge
much more widespread but just in the last
century their range has dramatically decreased.
They are by and large solitary animals but femalges
will sometimes peacefully share their ranges. Ben-
gal tigers and the other four remaining subspeci¢s
are all endangered in the wild. Habitat loss and
hunting over the last 100 years have decreased the
wild population of Bengals from hundreds of
thousands of animals to as few as two thousand
five hundred animals.
